 Beginning in 2016, the legislation also requires each state university and college produce an annual report stating “the specific initiatives of the institution designed to reduce the cost of textbooks and instructional material.”
Finding e-books that can be used as classroom texts has become an additional focus of the e-books acquisition program.
Library now has an entire unit devoted to acquiring print and e-book textbooks for classes, gathering facts and figures for the required annual reports, and promoting the Textbook Affordability Program.

How do we inform faculty about the ebooks we have available for classroom adoption?
Library’s online catalog would be traditional method. We load all ebooks (including PDA and EBA) into the OPAC as well as the discovery layer.

Records are usually loaded in batches. Problems are more difficult to detect because of the volume of records.

Inaccurate or missing data compromises the catalog’s effectiveness as a way to inform faculty of ebook holdings.

Delays in receiving records. Vendors will put out spreadsheets listing new titles available, but not release MARC records at the same time. The catalog is not reflecting most recent titles acquired.
Problems in using a vendor’s web site to get records. It’s not an easy task to get the latest records from some sites. The steps that have to be carried out are many and time-consuming. And you’re still not certain you’ve got every title for which you have access.

Problems with e-book metadata (URLs)
URLs for volumes in book series do not correspond to the volumes described in the records. (The record describing “Adventures in Metadata. Volume 24” will have the URL for “Adventures in Metadata. Volume 32,” for instance.)
Titles that have the first few words in common get their URLs mixed up. (“Getting Around in Charleston, South Carolina” will have the URL for Getting Around in Charleston, West Virginia.”)
Records for multi-volume sets that have multiple URLs will not have labels as to which volume the URL represents. Or, only one URL will be listed on the record. URLs for the other volumes are on separate records that each have identical descriptive information for the set.

Problems with e-book metadata (particular to USF)
�USF sometimes gets same title in more than one vendor package. But we don’t get a record (or at least a URL) for each vendor. OCLC says we already have holdings for a title, so Collection Manager doesn’t send records for the same title from another vendor.
Records that are very brief (for instance, no pagination or subject headings) when they are originally available will get a fuller record distributed later. But it doesn’t show up in USF catalog because of the shared catalog system used by state universities in Florida. The custom loading software the universities use will add a URL to a record that already exists in the catalog, but it will not overwrite the description. This is to prevent loss of unique data from a university, but it prevents records from getting the fuller descriptions that are available.

This whole process in mostly manual at this point and takes around 3-4 months to update all the vendors in the database with 4 people working on updates at the same time 100 hours of work.
We are currently working into ways to help automate this process which we will discuss later on in the presentation

The metadata used to compile the master spreadsheet comes from a variety of places
We start with the vendor website and first try to find a list of everything we own with as many of the fields we need on it as possible
This can be a title list with an access status or an entitlement list of owned items or a kbart file of titles
Our last resort for finding data is the marc records since it is much more difficult to pull the data out into a spreadsheet and standardize
We have discovered that for a single ebook collection from one vendor we might need to combine information from several lists to get everything we need
This involves extensive searching of vendor websites and using vlook formulas to combine spreadsheets and fill in missing data

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Where do I go?
Because we are looking for such specialized fields it is difficult to gather up everything we need 
Many times it is difficult to know where to go to get the list you need from the vendor site
EBA progames frequently have a separate website for title lists and MARC records
Title lists and MARC records are not always in the same place on the website
Sometimes the information is there but you don’t know it because you are looking in the wrong place
Some of the issues with collection data include:
Inconsistency : The fields are not consistent between the different types of lists
From year to year vendors change the format of their spreadsheets and the fields that are used
The fields are also different between the title lists, entitlement lists and KBART files,
Formatting Issues
Titles, authors, dates, ISBN, subject headings
EBA/Purchased
It is sometimes difficult to tell which titles are EBA and which ones are purchased on the lists from vendors
Many times of title or entitlement list the EBA and purchased are mixed together and there is not field to identify which are EBA and which are purchased
Some vendors have separate lists for EBA or purchased and some have a field to sort by on entitlement list which is nice but not all do 
DRM information
This information not on any of the title lists since its usually part of the contract information.
Some of the KBART fields have DRM info but not all
We keep a separate spreadsheet of the DRM information on each collection by vendor and use it to fill in this information in the EB+ database
Missing information
One of our biggest issues is missing information 
Certain fields are sometimes missing altogether for all the vendor lists and must be gotten from the MARC record or left blank
Price is one field we frequently leave blank
Subject Headings are another field we sometimes have to pull from the MARC records because it is not included on the title lists 
Occasionally we need to pull author information from the MARC records
One open access vendor does not supply titles list and we had to pull all the information from the MARC records

So where do we go from where? Once we have collected all the data we standardize the metadata in the fields
The first standardization was to create uniformed headers for our EB+ spreadsheet template
This includes using lower case letters and underscore between words this helps with the matching process in the database loader
This also allows for consistency in data from vendor to vendor and provides better metadata display and searching on the website

Vendors store lots of information in their massive databases
If would be nice if we could create a custom report to request a spreadsheet with all the fields we needed
Some vendors might not have all the information but at least the information they do have would all be in one place

Ebook ERM
We are currently in the planning stages for an ebook ERM which would contain all of our purchased, subscription and OA ebooks
This database would use the same spreadsheet template for EB+
Our hope would be that we would not have to update this database as frequently since the collections are more stable
We could perform our metadata standardizations and controlled vocabularies  not worry about them being erased with each update
We could then use this database to populate the EB+ website
This would leave the EB+ database to only contain the EBA and not owned records making it easier to manage updates
The ERM would also provide us an easy way to search for owned titles when making EBA purchases
